de!nition of samadhi in the third book.

smrti parisuddhau svarupa sunya iva artha matra nirbhasa nirvitarka
= when puri!ed of memories the form of an object radiates the singular 
signi!cance of emptiness beyond cognition

smrti = memory

parisuddhau = puri!cation

sva = own
rupa = form
svarupa = apparent form

sunya = empty

iva = as it were, as if

artha

matra = only

nirbhasa = shines, radiates

nirvitarka = beyond cognition
